the Bulge After resisting the German attack the Allied armies began advancing and with that the race to Berlin was truly on
In April 1945 the Allies were within sight of the German capital of Berlin but Hitler refused to acknowledge the collapsed
state of the German military effort even at this desperate stage and he confined himself to his Berlin bunker where he met for
prolonged periods only with those that professed eternal loyalty even to the point of death In his last weeks Hitler continued
to blame the incompetence of military officers for Germany s apparent failings and he even blamed the German people
themselves for a lack of spirit and strength As their leader dwelled in a state of self pity without remorse or mercy but near
suicide the people of Berlin were simply left to await their fate as Russians advanced from the east and the other Allies
advanced from the west The battle would technically begin on April 16 1945 and though it ended in a matter of weeks it
